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For anyone in the Construction Industry managing personnel, including themselves, who still has only a passing knowledge of asbestos, attendance on this half day seminar is essential.  Asbestos was once viewed as a miracle product and used massively in construction and Refurbishment from the 1940’s through to the 1990’s, before its deadly properties were fully understood.

 

Even now it is still so embedded in the built environment that it can be encountered daily.  4,000 people a year die from its effects, mainly in the building trade, and that number will rise every year.
